G. PhD students can arrive to Bielefeld for a shorter period than 6 months (the 

minimum period is 3 months = 90 days). Since PhD students do not have 
to take courses, they can also arrive to Bielefeld during the summer for 
example, and not necessarily during the semester dates, as long as 
their supervisor is present at Bielefeld during their stay.
